Kuen Cheng Alumni Association Press Release
Re: Kuen Cheng Alumni Association’s legal action against Kuen Cheng Girls’ High School Office Bearers
We are holding this press conference to clarify and update the public pertaining to Kuen Cheng Alumni’s legal case against Kuen Cheng Girls’ High School Office Bearers. The case was dismissed by the court on the 20th Nov. This dismissal is a temporary setback for the Alumni, and we would like to highlight 2 important points:

First main point is to inform and clarify the dismissal is NOT due to merits but due to technical defects.

Below is the sequence of event took place that contributed to this technical defects:
1. Jean Lee, the appointed public officer of Kuen Cheng Alumni had submitted the application with relevant documents on the 26th June. 
2. After follow up and waiting for more than a month with no further information given, and we are not aware a confirmation letter would be given, on behalf of Kuen Cheng Alumni, Jean Lee decided to file the above mentioned legal case on the 26th July. 
3. However, on the 4th Sept, ROS asked Jean Lee to collect the certificate of public officer from the ROS office. The date stated on the certificate was 4th Sept instead of the application date of 26th June.
Due to this sequence issue, the court had decided to dismiss our case. However, we would like to emphasize and stress again that our case is NOT dismissed due to merits. Therefore we have the rights to re-file the case.
The 2nd point is our social responsibility to inform the public and the school board that we are going to re-file the legal case and continue to work to get the injunction on the 2 resolutions which pass through the AGM of Kuen Cheng Girls School, dated 20th May 2007 :
1. To authorize the committee of management to handle the redevelopment of the school buildings
2. To authorize the committee of management to take in boy students at an appropriate.
As such, we also have written to the school informing them our intention and hopefully they will not take this advantage of the temporary setback which is due to technical defect and not merits, by immediately speeding up the intake of male students, where the matter is NOT finally settled. We do not want unnecessary hardships for the intending students and parents by leaving the wrong impression that the matter is resolved. 
Alumni will be giving instruction to our solicitors to re-file the case as soon as possible.
